The ITTF Education and Training Department  will  also work very closely with the  identified coaches, offering a once in 
a lifetime opportunity to attend ITTF Hopes events  and to get first class guidance for future adventures in the program.

	 •	 “Tryout Camps” scheduled in connection to specific ITTF Junior Circuit events allows the ITTF WHT coaching staff to evaluate nominated
		  candidates in person prior to the final selection. There is no specific funding provided towards these camps. We recommend participation
		  for evaluation purposes only.
	 •	 The following „Tryout Camps” [self-funded by candidates] are already existing World Junior Circuit training camps held prior to the World
		  Junior Circuit event.
	 •	 Candidates should participate in both the World Junior Circuit training camp and World Junior Circuit event. Entries are the responsibility
		  of each individual through their National Federation. Prospectus and details can be seen in the Global Junior-Junior Circuit section of the
		  ITTF Website. A “Hopes” singles event for players born on or after 1st Jan 1998 will be held at each of these events in addition to the

ITTF WORLD HOPES TEAM – BASIC CONDITIONS
	 •	 Basic BUDGET will be controlled and managed by the ITTF Education and Training Department. Funds will be used to cover athletes
		  AIRFARE and HOSPITALITY + COACHING support for the scheduled events.
	 •	 Suitable candidates are athletes “identified as considerable talents” at the national level with a readiness to compete at the international
		  level.
	 •	 Involved NATIONAL Association will have to confirm the availability of the selected athletes and APPROVE as well as CONDUCT the entries
		  for the scheduled events. The selected athletes will compete at the identified event for the ITTF WORLD HOPES team and use designated
		  clothing recognizing them as members of the team. (e.g. Mikael Andersson ITTF WHT/SWE)
	 •	 TAMASU/BUTTERLY will POWER the ITTF World Hopes Team with; Unique Playing UNIFORM and Tracksuit. In addition to this, the ITTF
		  World Hopes team will benefit from expert coaching provided by Butterfly and the ITTF Education Department at training camps and
		  competition.
	 •	 An element of coaching education will be developed and introduced by the ITTF Education Department. 
	 •	 The main project for 2010 includes 3 weeks in Asia 
		  Training camp in Korea + Korea Junior Circuit (28 July-1 August) – preliminary plan
	 •	 A detailed plan will be available for the selected team members upon confirmation – May 2010.

	 •	 The Registration will be OPEN starting from Monday 26 October until Thursday 31 December – 2009.
	 •	 The complete TEAM selection will be announced no later than May 1 - 2010
